WMBA minutes from October 16, 2007:
Our meeting was held Tuesday, October 16th 

at Grand Pontiac. The meeting was called to order 
at 7:00 pm by President, Jerry Jansen welcoming 
all in attendance and Board member introductions 
were made.

The Treasurer’s report from Mike Marz showed 
72 paid members to date. He also reported our 
checking acct balance to be around $55,000.00.

No Secretary report - Cheryl Blish. No Chairman 
Report - Ron VanDyke. The Vice-President report 
from Jeff Shaffer was presented.

Voting results for the 2008 Board member were 
announced for the following:

Vice-President - Jeff Brink - Grand Pontiac.
Treasurer - JoAnne Victory - Judd’s Body Shop.
Jeff Shaffer presented the criteria that had to be 

met to be eligible to receive the scholarship awards. 
Scholarship awards were presented by KT/TC mem-
bers Alex Shull and Jarrod Herman. The recipients 
were Austen Twiest and Roger Foster. This was a joint 
scholarship from WMBA and I-Car presented to eligi-
ble students from the Kent Career Technical Center.

Our Topics of Discussion included:
1. Consumer Awareness Program - Our current 

ads will be run thru December, then what direction 
do we want to go and how much do we want to 
spend. Jeff presented the information on the Pre-
Fab Ads commercial we have proposed to purchase, 
which would run on 6 cable (Comcast) channels. 
This ad would actually be an exclusive lease for an 
18-month period and would be personalized with 
the WMBA tag. The Board then asked for a mo-
tion to proceed with funds available not to exceed 
$15,000.00 A motion was made by Steve Tomasze-
wski of Alpine Collision and seconded by Bill Lent-
ner of Cardinal Equipment and carried forward with 
a unanimous vote.

2. Christmas Party plans were presented by 
Scott Baker of Pfeiffer Collision. Information on lo-
cation of Sayfee’s, including prices and availability 
and also charity ideas were discussed. Sayfee’s cost 
would be $24.95 per person with no room rental 
fees, there is a capacity of 75 persons and there will 
also be live music in the lounge. Charity ideas were 
to donate to food drives such as God’s Kitchen. Sug-
gested to discount price to members and charge full 
price for non-members, but consensus was not to 
discount and use money for ongoing ad campaign 
and local food drives, as food pantry demands are 
high. Diane Rodenhouse of Rodenhouse Body Shop 
suggested every member show up with a bag of 
groceries for the food pantry charity. Board asked 
for motion to set party for December 4th at Sayfees 
and to continue to work out charity. Motion was 
made by Diane Rodenhouse and seconded by Scott 
Baker, carried forward with a unanimous vote.

3. Ray Fisher of ASA presented information on 
several topics, including the I-Car Virtual Classroom 
to be held in November, stating it would be espe-
cially good for estimators and managers. It is the 
first classroom of its kind from I-Car to be held in 
Michigan.

A handout on Feather/Block/Prime was issued. 
Another handout on EPA ruling concerning spray 
coatings was passed out and can also be viewed 
on the internet on “Taking the Hill”. This is already 
a law in Michigan. Also available on “Taking the Hill” 
is the McCarran/Ferguson Act and the ASA Supple-
ment Request form.

4. NewsBeat - Delivery method discussion as to 
possibly emailing only and use the money saved for 
more advertising. Monthly emailing with quarterly 
hard copy mailings, we need to remember we need 
to be sensitive to our suppliers/advertisers. Email-
ing as opposed to postal delivery would save ap-
proximately $514.00 per month. Currently we have 
around 258 NewsBeats going out, but only 72 paid 
members.
